THIS PROGRAM AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made effective the 1st day of July 2011, between the SUN VALLEY SKI EDUCATION FOUNDATION, INC., an Idaho nonprofit corporation, (“SVSEF”) and

 (referred to as “Athlete” in this Agreement)

THIS AGREEMENT MAY NOT BE ACCEPTED UNLESS SIGNED BY BOTH ATHLETE’S PARENTS AND/OR ANY AND ALL LEGAL GUARDIANS AND RETURNED TO THE SVSEF OFFICE, POSTMARKED ON OR BEFORE JULY 1, 2011 for Alpine J1-3, Cross Country Comp & Prep, Freestyle Comp & Prep, Snowboard Comp & Prep and all FIS and Post Grad Teams AND AUGUST 15, 2011 for Alpine C Travel, C Home and Devo, Cross Country Devo, Freestyle Devo and Snowboard Devo, WITH ANY AND ALL MATERIALS INCLUDED WITH THIS AGREEMENT.  SVSEF WILL ADD A $60 LATE FEE TO AGREEMENTS POSTMARKED OR RECEIVED AFTER THESE DATES.
PARTICIPATION IN PROGRAM:  In consideration of the payment of fees and other covenants and promises of Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s behalf as provided in this Agreement, SVSEF shall organize, sponsor and provide coaching and training services for Athlete in the Program (refer to Fees and Other Expenses).  The term Program, as used in this Agreement, shall refer to any and all activities arising out of or related to Athlete’s participation with SVSEF for the period commencing July 1, 2011 and ending June 30, 2012 (“2011-2012 Season”).  All outstanding amounts due that arise out of Athlete’s and any of Athlete’s sibling’s participation with SVSEF pursuant to a prior Program Agreement, if any, shall be paid in full prior to the Athlete’s eligibility for SVSEF to accept this Agreement or  Parent and SVSEF must execute a written agreement satisfactory to SVSEF for the payment of the outstanding balance.  This Agreement is not effective and Athlete may not participate unless or until SVSEF accepts this Agreement by SVSEF’s authorized representative signing the Agreement.
FEES AND OTHER EXPENSES:  As the parents or legal guardians of the Athlete, Parent(s) are financially responsible for Athlete.  As a result, Parent agrees to pay SVSEF as a fee the tuition and Baldy ski pass charge of $369 (if the requisite ski pass is purchased through SVSEF) for Athlete’s participation in the Program, in the total amount of (see price chart below) – Circle applicable team(s):

TUITION AND PASS PAYMENT:  Fifty Percent (50%) of tuition must be paid to SVSEF, by either hand delivery to the SVSEF business office at 215 Picabo Street, in Warm Springs, Ketchum, Idaho or sent via USPS (regular mail) to PO Box 203, Sun Valley, ID  83353 by October 10, 2011, and the remaining fifty percent (50%) must be paid in full in the same manner on or before December 10, 2011.  Baldy Ski Passes will be due in full on or before November 10, 2011.  If Parent does not make the fee payment(s) in accordance with the above terms and conditions, Parent agrees to pay an additional ten percent (10%) charge of the total above as liquidated damages.  Parent agrees that such liquidated damages are appropriate in such circumstances due to the fact that SVSEF needs to hire a certain number of employees based on the number of Program Agreements submitted for each type of program and age category and has become contractually obligated to meet fixed costs and SVSEF’s damages for failure to submit Program Agreements and/or pay the total above are difficult to determine, but the ten (10%) charge is a reasonable approximation of the damages SVSEF may incur.  In the event SVSEF awards a tuition and or travel scholarship subsequent to the date of this Agreement, the amount of the scholarship shall be refunded.
ADDITIONAL EXPENSES: The total above does not include additional expenses of the Program, including but not limited to trail fees, lift passes not purchased through SVSEF, equipment, clothing, travel and travel related expenses or entry fees.  Parent acknowledges Parent is obligated to pay SVSEF any and all amounts that SVSEF incurs and pays in advance for Athlete that are not included in the total above.  An estimate of travel expenses and due dates is available from each Program Director and on the SVSEF website.  Parent must pay all estimated travel expenses PRIOR to Athlete’s ability to travel or Athlete will not travel. After each trip additional expenses or refunds not covered by the estimated trip expenses will be billed to the Parent/Athlete’s account. On approximately the 1st of every month SVSEF shall send written statements of such expenses to Parent, and Parent shall pay in full the amount due as shown on each statement within thirty (30) days of the date of the statement.  If the statement for expenses is not paid in full within this thirty (30) day period, Athlete may not participate in the Program until the statement is paid in full.

REFUND POLICY:   There will be no refunds of any fees after December 1, 2011. Written request for refund must be received by the SVSEF business office by December 1, 2011.  In the event of injury that results in Athlete’s inability to participate in the program, refund requests will be prorated through February 1, 2012 and written request for refund must be received by the SVSEF business office by February 15, 2012.  All requests must be received in writing.
PAYMENT OPTIONS:  Payment will be accepted in the form of cash, MasterCard, Visa, American Express, and checks payable to the order of SVSEF.  SVSEF will charge parent an additional THIRTY DOLLARS ($30) fee for any of Parent’s checks returned to SVSEF during the 2010-2011 Season for insufficient funds, regardless of the reason.  SVSEF will charge Parent paying by Visa and/or MasterCard an additional two and one half percent (2.5%) fee on the total amount charged and an additional three and one half percent (3.5%) charge for paying by American Express.

ALL CHARGES ARE DUE WHEN BILLED:  Time is of the essence with respect to this Agreement.  As a result SVSEF will strictly enforce terms related to dates.  All amounts billed by SVSEF to Parent that Parent does not pay when due will be subject to collection procedures.  SVSEF will impose a finance charge on the entire portion of the balance of fees and other charges due.  The finance charge is a “periodic rate” of 1.5% per month or a corresponding annual percentage rate of 18% on the outstanding balance.  
ASSUMPTION OF RISK, RELEASE OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION:
(a)
By entering into this Agreement, Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s behalf voluntarily and willingly requests that Athlete participate in the Program.  Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s behalf acknowledges the Program, as defined in this Agreement includes, but is limited to activities arising out of or related to Athlete’s participation with SVSEF, such as not only skiing and/or snowboarding and competition, but also dry land training, which may occur in facilities not owned or operated by SVSEF, travel in SVSEF owned and non SVSEF owned vehicles to and from training, competition, outings and excursions that may occur in connection with the Program.

(b)
Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s behalf understand the Program involves risk of bodily injury, death and property loss or damage to Athlete and/or third persons and such risks may result in damages sustained by Parent, Athlete and/or third persons.

(c)
IN CONSIDERATION FOR BEING PERMITTED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROGRAM, PARENT ON PARENT’S BEHALF AND ATHLETE’S BEHALF HEREBY ASSUMES ALL RISKS DESCRIBED ABOVE IN SUBPARAGRAPH (B).  PARENT ON PARENT’S BEHALF AND ATHLETE’S BEHALF RELEASES, WAIVES AND FOREVER DISCHARGES FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILITY AND HOLDS HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFIES SVSEF, ITS OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, EMPLOYEES, VOLUNTEERS, INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS, AGENTS AND/OR REPRESENTATIVES OF ANY KIND FOR ANY PERSONAL INJURY AND/OR PROPERTY DAMAGE TO ATHLETE, PARENT OR A THIRD PARTY AND/OR THE PROPERTY OF ATHLETE, PARENT OR A THIRD PARTY ARISING OUT OF OR RESULTING FROM ATHLETE'S PARTICIPATION IN THE PROGRAM, AND FOR ANY DAMAGES AND COSTS, INCLUDING ATTORNEY'S FEES AND COSTS OF LITIGATION INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO THOSE ON APPEAL OR IN BANKRUPTCY COURT, WHICH MAY BE RECOVERED BY ATHLETE, PARENT OR ANY THIRD PARTY.  SVSEF, PARENT ON PARENT’S BEHALF AND ATHLETE’S BEHALF AGREE THIS CONDITION OF THE AGREEMENT SHALL LEGALLY BIND ATHLETE, PARENT AND ATHLETE'S AND PARENT’S HEIRS, TRUSTEES, PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVES, AND ASSIGNS.

(d)
Parent on behalf of Parent and on behalf of Athlete understand that under Idaho law, SVSEF is a charitable and nonprofit corporation or organization as defined by Idaho Code section 6-1601, subparagraphs (1) and (6).  As a result pursuant to Idaho Code section 6-1605, the officers, directors and volunteers who serve the nonprofit corporation or organization without compensation shall be personally immune from civil liability arising out of their conduct as an officer, director or volunteer, if such conduct is within the course and scope of the duties and functions of the individual officer, director and volunteer, and at the direction of the corporation or organization.

(e)
  PARENT CAREFULLY READ THIS PORTION OF THE AGREEMENT AND FULLY UNDERSTANDS ITS CONTENTS.  PARENT IS AWARE THAT PARENT ON PARENT’S BEHALF AND ATHLETE’S BEHALF ARE RELEASING CERTAIN LEGAL RIGHTS BY THIS RELEASE THAT PARENT AND ATHLETE OTHERWISE MAY HAVE.

CONSENT TO TESTING FOR SUBSTANCE USE.  Parent and Athlete acknowledge it is the philosophy of SVSEF that athletes and SVSEF staff shall be drug free.  Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s agree that Athlete shall upon request submit to a test of Athlete’s blood, urine, saliva, or hair to detect the presence of illegal drugs and other substances, such as alcohol.  Parent shall pay the cost for such test if requested.  Also in accordance with the Code of Conduct, Athletes will be subject to random drug testing. SVSEF will only share the results of the test with Athlete and Parent, unless a court of competent jurisdiction orders the information to be disclosed.  A positive test for an illegal drug or alcohol will be administered according to the SVSEF Code of Conduct.

CONSENT TO MEDICAL TREATMENT and MEDICAL INSURANCE.  Parent consents to SVSEF obtaining medical or dental treatment in the event the Athlete needs medical or dental care, at SVSEF’s sole discretion.  SVSEF shall attempt to contact the Parent and physicians indicated on the Medical Information Form, which must be signed and returned with the Program Agreement before the Athlete is eligible to participate in the Program.   Prior to Athlete’s eligibility for participation in the Program, Parent shall acquire and maintain during the 2011–2012 Season a policy of health and accident insurance for Athlete providing major medical health insurance coverage for Athlete. Parent acknowledges and agrees that the information provided on the Medical Information Form about the health and accident insurance in place for Athlete is true and complete at the time of the execution of the Agreement and that the policy will remain in full force and effect during the Program.  Parent will notify SVSEF immediately of any change in insurance.
CONSENT TO SCHOOL INQUIRIES:  Parent and Athlete hereby consent to periodic inquiries made by SVSEF directly to the school as to Athlete’s completion of course work, progress and grades.

USSA LICENSE REQUIRED: As a condition of Athlete’s participation in the Program, each Athlete must purchase and keep current, Youth/Regional/Nordic Kid USSA License, at a minimum, or a USSA license appropriate for their age and competition level for the 2011-2012 license year.
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS:  This Agreement and terms and conditions contained in this Agreement are the full, complete and only expression of the Agreement between the parties.  Terms that are spoken or written by either party before or after the parties sign this Agreement that are not contained in this Agreement shall not alter or vary the terms of this Agreement or the interpretation of its terms.  The parties may only modify this Agreement by an authorized representative of each party signing a separate written addendum to this Agreement.  In addition, no custom or course of dealing by either party or between the parties shall in any way vary or alter the terms of this Agreement.  If any term of this Agreement is determined to be invalid for any reason, all other terms and conditions shall remain in full force and be given effect.  The prevailing party shall receive any attorney fees and costs incurred in enforcing any provision of this Agreement or any controversy arising out of any provision of this Agreement, whether or not a lawsuit is filed and including any lawsuits involving an appeal or a bankruptcy court.  The parties agree that the interpretation of this Agreement shall be according to Idaho law, and ambiguities, if any, shall not be construed against SVSEF as the drafting party.
CODE OF CONDUCT: Athlete and Parent have read, understand and agree to the SVSEF Code of Conduct (the “Code”).  The Code is policy established by SVSEF and its terms and conditions are incorporated by reference into this Agreement.  Parent on Parent’s behalf and Athlete’s behalf agree that SVSEF, in its sole discretion, has the right to discipline, suspend or dismiss Athlete in accordance with the Code.
