The SVSEF Alpine program is excited to announce the re-instatement of the FIS Team.  The FIS Team consists of SVSEF’s top ranked J1&J2 alpine athletes.  It was created to better serve the needs of high level FIS athletes.  
As a J1&J2 athlete, there are three paths an athlete can take based on their ability and goals.  Those paths are: training towards qualifying for the US Ski Team, training to compete for a collegiate ski team, or training to compete in Intermountain and Western Region.  The FIS Team is designed to serve the needs of athletes who have aspirations for, and who are on track to, ski for the US Ski Team or a division one college.  These athletes compete at the Western Region Elite, National, and International levels.  By virtue of this high level of competition, the FIS Team requires and receives, an elevated level of mangement.  
FIS Team elevated management includes: 
· Coordinating with divisional, regional, and national directors with regards to scheduling, race qualification, and Regional/National

preparation/competition projects (Intents to Compete).  

· Additional logistical planning due to the upper level races and projects FIS Team athletes qualify for.  

· Additional team resources, such as a coach and a team vehicle to travel to races in which only a small SVSEF group will attend.
FIS Team equipment management:  

· Coordinating with manufacturer reps about support levels, equipment ordering, and equipment replacement.  
· Team technician support for tech skis with state of the art tuning equipment. 
Additional training opportunities:

· FIS Team athletes will have additional training opportunities mid morning twice a week when necessary and when approved by Sun Valley Company.

Naming and qualification criteria for the FIS Team are listed below:
· Athletes will be named to the FIS Team at the end of the season (April-May).

· Additional athletes may be named after the summer competition if criteria is met.

· Athletes may qualify for the FIS Team in season in which case they will be named to the team and their charges pro-rated accordingly.
